There are concerns about the behaviour of 3 member of staff, volunteer or member towards 3
child/children. These may be suspicions or allegations of poor practice or possible abuse.

Complete Cycling UK Safeguarding Report Form and send to Cycling UK Designated
Safeguarding Lead (DSL). If concerns occur at event or facility, this should be done in
conjunction with the safeguarding officer.
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Possible outcomes
« Criminal proceedings o Adult Care Safeguarding Assessment « Case management group to decide on management of any remaining concerns

» Police enquiry » Disciplinary measures * No further action
